Calendars and Demand Periods

Calendars on which to define periddmand for item / site combinations are set
up using theCalendar Maintenance window'ou can choose to set up calendars
based on three period frequency types:

The line point quantity is used as an alternative trigger to the order point quantity

Weekly or Weekly. This selection establishes what demand periotts lzee
used.

Four Weekly Demand will be recorded in 13 periods per year

Weekly Demand will be recorded in 52 periods per year

Note that if required you can create years for each periodeney type.
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1 Inthe Year field enter the year that you want to be enabled for inventory
replenishment, or select one using the lookup.

Once you have created an inventory replenishment year, other years you create
must be run sequentially to the ones thaehaready been created. For

example, if you have set up the year 2005, you cannot set up the year 2007
until you have set up the year 2006.

1 Enter a description for the year.

1 The first time you create an inventory replenishment year you should enter a
datein the Period Start Date field. Any date may be entered though generally
it will be the start of the financial and / or calendar year.

The end date for the period will always default to 12 months from the entered
start date.

The start date for all entergédars will always be the same as that entered for
the first created year. For example if you set the period start date for sales
pattern year 2005 to be 01/04/05, then the period start date for sales pattern
year 2006 would by default be 01/04/06.

1 Click the Calculate button. Period details (period number, period name and
period start date) will be generated in the scrolling window. The period name
can be amended manually as required.

If you want to reset the period details back to the original defaultsttie
