Myridas Update 9.1.5 - Release notes

Myridas Module Installer Update

PLEASE NOTE THAT MYRIDAS 9.1.5 IS COMPATIBLE WITH MICROSOFT DYNAMICS GP 9.0 SERVICE PACK 4.
Myridas update 9.1.5 should be used to upgrade an existing version of the Myridas v9.1 Module Installer (9.1.n) (for Microsoft Dynamics GP 9.0). 

If you are installing the Myridas Module Installer for the first time, or if you are upgrading an earlier (pre 9.1)release of Myridas e.g. if you are upgrading a Myridas v8.0 or Myridas v9.0 installation to Myridas 9.1, you will need to install a full release of Myridas 9.1.5. This is available from the downloads area of the Myridas partner website. 

To install this Myridas update you need to update your existing copy of the Myridas Module Installer. You must then run the updated Myridas Module Installer to update your SQL server. The procedure for this is described below.

Installing Myridas Update 9.1.5
(1) Run the executable file MyridasPatches9.1.5.exe. You will be asked to enter the location of your previously installed Myridas Installer e.g. C:\Program Files\Myridas Setup. (If you are not certain where your Myridas Installer is located then “find”the folder that contains MyridasInstaller.exe)

Take the "Next" option and your Myridas Installer will be updated. When the system asks if you wish to overwrite files, say "Yes to All".

(2) Once your Myridas Installer has been updated, you need to run the Myridas Installer to update your Myridas system.  You will find the Myridas Installer either on your desktop or via Start, Programs. When you run the Myridas Installer it will recognise that an upgrade is needed, and will apply the upgrade to all companies where Myridas modules are in use. This may take several minutes.

(3) Once the upgrade has been run you can exit from the Myridas Installer.

(4) You also need to update all GP clients with the latest Myridas chunk file. The updated Myridas client installer (Myridasclient.exe) will have been moved into your Myridas Installer folder (e.g. C:\Program Files\Myridas Setup) when you updated the Myridas Installer (step 1). Run Myridasclient.exe on each GP client to update it with the latest chunk file.

NB: if you have removed, or cannot locate, your original Myridas 9.1.0 module installer, you will need to reinstall this before you can successfully apply the 9.1.5 update.   

Issues Resolved in Myridas 9.1.5

General

Fix for the following:

(1) A get/change error occurred on table tcsSYSTB00001_Trinity_Par when entering an Inventory Transaction, if no Myridas modules were installed in a company. A similar error occurred accessing tcsSYSSP00000_UpdateSOPType.
Advanced Inventory Replenishment

Fix for the following:

(1) Under some circumstances, the demand history update trigger could fail if multiple calendars were created.

(2) When using Paid Reserves with Advanced Inventory Replenishment, Paid Reserve transactions were added to demand. This has been changed so that invoices from paid reserve sites do not update demand.

(3) The demand adjustment screen did not allow entry of negative quantities.

Catalogue Based Sales

Fix for the following:

(1) If the “Only Items on a Given Template” parameter was set for a user, and subsequently the Customer Templates module was uninstalled, no items were displayed in the catalogue list view.
Catchweights

Fix for the following:

(1) When entering a catchweight breakdown in the tcs20 Actual Quantity Breakdown window, tolerance checks were always performed against the base unit, this resulted in tolerance warnings being given incorrectly.
Consolidated Invoicing

Fix for the following:
(1) If multiple despatches were created from a single order, and consolidate to separate consolidated invoices, only the first consolidated invoice appeared in the Sales Document Detail Enquiry Zoom window.

Enhancement:

(1) If Consolidation type is “Despatch” the customer PO number on the invoice header is set with the value from the despatch note.

Distribution Enhancements

Fix for the following:

(1) When using a range to mass add items to a stock count schedule, bins beginning with “z” were omitted.
Extended Pricing Enhancements

Fix for the following:

(1) Order Value Discounts did not work correctly in a single currency environment.
Extended Pricing Integration

Functionality change:

(1) When importing prices, if an error was encountered, existing prices were removed from the price sheet for the item/unit of measure where the error occurred and the new prices were not imported. This has been changed so that the existing prices are left in place. Also now handles “999,999,999,999” as the end quantity in the csv file.
Purchase Retrospective Discounts

Fix for the following:

(1) Rounding error when calculating landed costs in the True Cost Enquiry.
Reserved Stock

Fix for the following:

(1) A duplicate key error occurred in the Reserved Stock Debtor Enquiry if records existed for the same reserve number and site with different statuses.
Returns Management
Fix for the following:

(1) When using the Base Return on Invoice functionality, the cost value was not picked up from the original invoice.
Sales Navigator

Fix for the following:

(1) When creating a Sales Document from the Sales Search window, if the customer is on hold and the user selects cancel, the creation of the document continued but the header was not correctly populated.
Vendor Price Management

Fix for the following:

(1) Order Policy was not displayed on the tcs44 Planning Enquiry window.

(2) The Vendor Totals screen in Purchase Order Generator was not updated correctly if the “Use Linepoint Suggestions” option was selected.

(3) Rounding error when viewing the Line Point Quantity in the tcs91 Line Point Breakdown window.
Update History - Issues Resolved in Myridas 9.1.4

Catchweights

Fix for the following:

(1) When entering an actual weight using the Actual Catchweight Quantity Breakdown window, the unit used was always the base catchweight unit. This window now allows entry using the unit on the sales document line.

(2) When auto-receiving catchweight items, the system requested confirmation of the weight for items which did not require confirmation.
Consolidated Invoicing

Fix for the following:

(1) When an Actual Ship Date range was selected on the Consolidation of Despatches window, some documents from outside the range were included.
Extended Pricing Enhancements

Fix for the following:

(1) Order Value Discount was calculated incorrectly for lines with markdown.
Inter-Site Transfers

Fix for the following:

(1) Auto-receiving did not match items correctly if the same item occurred more than once on an inter-site order.

(2) Inter-site transfers could not be received for items where the receipt sequence number on IV10200 exceeded 32768.

(3) Failed Inventory Batches were not correctly processed when re-posted.

(4) When PO comments were passed through to SO lines, if a PO comment was entered on one line only it was passed through to all the SO lines. 
Price Negotiation

Fix for the following:

(1) In a single currency environment using standard GP pricing, a zero selling price was incorrectly returned.

(2) In a single currency environment, the last invoice was not displayed.
Reserved Stock

Fix for the following:

(1) Fulfillment orders did not display the correct document type in the Reserved Stock Transaction Enquiry.

(2) The Assign Items window allowed item numbers to be changed on existing lines. This is no longer allowed.
Sales Navigator

Enhancement:

(1) An option to sort sales documents in ascending or descending date order has been added.
Unit of Measure Management

Fix for the following:

(1) Quantity totals were incorrect on some of the Historical Stock Status Reports.

Enhancement:

(1) Zooms have been added to the On Order and Allocated fields on the alternate Item Stock Enquiry window.
Vehicle Load Planning
Fix for the following:

(1) An error occurred in the “Documents Assigned to Loads” and the “Documents not Assigned to Loads” windows if the system date format was set to yy-mm-dd
Vendor Pricing

Fix for the following:

(1) The Vendor Price import routine incorrectly reported a “Contract Number is Missing” error.
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General

Enhancement:

(1) The alternate Item Stock Enquiry allows the site to be entered before the item, and defaults the site from the last time the window was used.
Advanced Inventory Replenishment

Fix for the following:

(1) The setup wizard allowed calendar records to be created more than once, this is now prevented. Additional calendars years can be created through the Calendar Maintenance windows.
Catchweights

Fix for the following:

(1) Catchweight details were not displayed on the Bin Quantity Entry window when entering a receipt line through the Receivings Item Detail Entry window.

(2) In a multi-bin environment, an error occurred on table iv00300 when starting a stock count for a dual tracked catchweight item.

Functionality change:

(1) Inventory reconcile in a multi-bin environment will now create bin records for catchweight quantities.

(2) New option to allow weight only sales transactions.

(3) New option to show expiry date sequence warnings on catchweight lots.

Duty Processing

Fix for the following:

(1) The ship-to address for a sales document was not rolled down to the lines if the new address was assigned to a site with no inventory.
Inter-Site Transfers

Fix for the following:

(1) The Extras option from Purchase Order Entry to view the corresponding Inter-Site Sales Order did not work if the sales order was in history.
Returns Management

Fix for the following:

(1) When entering a Return based on invoice, if the invoice had been posted but the user had not yet exited from Sales Transaction Entry, a duplicate key occurred on the invoice lookup.

Functionality change:
(1) Returns based on Invoice will now process non-inventory items.

Sales Navigator

Fix for the following:

(1) When creating a fulfilment order directly from Sales Navigator, the document number was not prompted correctly.

Enhancements:

(1) Search on User-defined fields 1 and 2 are now allowed in the Address Search.

(2) The sales document type now takes its default value from User Preferences.

Update History - Issues Resolved in Myridas 9.1.2
General

Fix for the following:

(1) Errors were reported on order value discount tables when using Sales Transaction Entry when Extended Pricing Enhancements was not installed.

Enhancement:

(1) Alternate Item Stock Enquiry now has a “start date” option. Note that this is only available when running a module that uses the Alternate version of this window.

Advanced Inventory Replenishment

Fix for the following:
(1) In the Demand Review window, select an item and zoom to Line Point maintenance. If there are multiple items with the same creditor item number, the correct item may not be shown in Line Point Maintenance.

(2) Exceptional Demand was not recorded correctly.

Enhancement:

(1) New Purchase Order Generator information window.

Catalogue Based Sales

Fix for the following:

(1) The tcs26 Debtor Item Catalogue and Search Enquiry window used an incorrect Price Level when calculating the standard GP price.
Catchweights

Fix for the following:

(1) When allocating multiple lots for catchweight items during a bin transfer, the quantity to allocate now defaults to the available lot quantity. Previously it defaulted to the remaining quantity to allocate.

(2) Catchweight bin quantities for non-lot controlled items were not handled correctly when auto-receiving in Receivings Transaction Entry.

(3) Sales Automatic Order Allocation allocated Catchweight lot quantities if the Auto CW Lot Allocation item was not selected.

Distribution Enhancements

Enhancement:

(1) Number of document lines added to the tcs64 Document Margins window in Sales Transaction Entry.
Duty Processing

Fix for the following:

(1) Conflict with Analytical Accounting.
Extended Pricing Enhancements

Fix for the following:

(1) Unhandled Script Exception error when entering the Document Number field in Sales Transaction Entry.
Returns Management
Fix for the following:

(1) Base return on invoice for catchweight items resulted in duplicate lines on a Return document.
Sales navigator

Functionality change:

(1) The tcs85 Sales Search window now uses the ship to address as the default address id.
Vehicle Load Planning

Fix for the following:

(1) The reserved load print batch was occasionally removed when it should not be.

(2) If a return document is assigned to a load with a long load number, the document does not appear in the Bulk Collection Confirmation window (Returns Management).

(3) Item details were not shown on the Load Schedule Print.

Enhancement:

(1) Document status filter in Auto Load Creation window.

Update History - Issues Resolved in Myridas 9.1.1
General

Fix for the following:

(1) When printing dispatch notes / packing slips from the Print Sales Documents window, if the Print Customer Item option is selected, the Customer Item Maintenance window opens during printing.
Advanced Inventory Replenishment

Enhancement:

(1) The Demand Review window has two new options, to print and to export to Excel.
Duty Processing

Fix for the following

(1) When posting an Inventory Variance, duty information from an Inventory Adjustment with the same document number was applied.
Extended Pricing Enhancements

Fix for the following:

(1) Pricing Discount on Sales Invoice functionality – an incorrect price was recorded against zero value items.

Enhancements:

(1) Order Value Discount functionality has been extended to Returns based on invoices (Returns Management module).

(2) New Aggregate Promotion type, variable quantity list.
Inter-Site Transfers

Fix for the following:

(1) If an IST sales document was changed to put some of the quantity on backorder, a message was displayed saying that the corresponding purchase order should also be changed. This message should only appear if the order quantity is changed.

Enhancements:
(1) Comments, Required Date and Shipping Method are transferred from the purchase order to the sales order.

(2) An option is given to amend the sales order when the purchase order quantity is changed, and vice versa.
Reserved Stock

Fix for the following:

(1) Reserved stock maintenance – assign items window: it was possible to amend the quantity reserved to be less than the quantity taken. This should not be allowed.
Sales Retrospective Discounts

Fix for the following:

(1) Main account functionality: the total value and quantity against the main account were accumulating incorrectly.
Unit of Measure Management

Enhancement:

(1) Item transaction and Item transfer windows now have the option to default to main stock unit or default selling unit.
Vehicle Load Planning

Fix for the following:

(1) A posted document could not be removed from a load.

(2) If the Load Planning site extra details changed, the load planning print batch records for the site were removed. The records should only be removed if the load number prefix is changed.
Vendor Pricing

Fix for the following:

(1) In the tcs44 Vendor Totals window, the Minimum Order Value was shown in functional currency and the Total Cost in originating currency. Amended to show both in Originating Currency.
